Can people really be as stupid as they seem? The weather was recently
hot enough to turn underbrush and grass tinder dry, a class 2 & 3 fire ban
is in place, and yet fireworks are whizzing and banging over Fairmont
Hot Springs (soon, perhaps, to be renamed Fairmont Burnt Springs!)
There have already been two grass fires this year on Mountainside and
one on Wills Road resulting in a fine. Serious forest and grass fires have
already burned elsewhere in the province. Crews are in from Alberta and
Quebec to help out our already stretched resources. Are the fireworks
enthusiasts deliberately trying to kill us all or are they completely
unaware of the seriousness of the summertime fire threat in rural BC?
Now don’t misunderstand me. I really do like fireworks. I have attended
and enjoyed some spectacular displays in many different parts of the
world, and I am one of the first to rush up to the ski hill for the regular
Christmas Eve display. Organized and controlled firework celebrations
when the fire risk is low is one thing, but private backyard parties are
another - especially in the heat of the summer.
I have never before seen the apparent blatant disregard for surroundings,
people and conditions that I have witnessed in this area. Not only is it
irresponsible and selfish to wake up neighbours at 1.30 in the morning
with noisy pyrotechnics, it is downright dangerous.  What is it with the
perpetrators?  Do they lose all common sense when confronted by a store
display of fireworks? I can only assume so because I sincerely hope that
the explosives are not purchased (or used) by the intoxicated public.
But, to be fair, perhaps the main problem is lack of information. The fire
ban process as it now stands is difficult and slow to administer. Even
when a ban is in effect, many people seem to be completely unaware of
the fact. The information is not obvious. A sign at Radium indicating fire
risk level, a similar sign at the Fairmont Fire Hall, with an occasional
additional information banner below and only really obvious from the
south is just not good enough, especially in an area where so many people
are from out-of-town. The only firework ban notices I saw last year were
the ones I obtained from the Forestry Office in Invermere and personally
installed in my part of the village. Maybe there are more signs out there,
but I am not seeing them, therefore I would conclude they are inadequate.
Another thing that people may not know is that RDEK OCP plans show
that almost all of Fairmont is within the EXTREME fire risk area.
Something to bear in mind as you watch those pretty sparks fall back to
earth.
So - is it time to ban fireworks completely in Area F? Is it time to
introduce a “fire by permission” system or complete ban on any fire
larger than a domestic pit fire between April and October? On both counts
I believe YES.
Until that happens, I would like to encourage everyone, resident and non-
resident alike, to please think twice before purchasing those fireworks. Be
informed of the current fire restrictions and conditions, and remember
that many of the houses here are first homes, containing all we hold dear.
If we lose our homes, we lose everything.
