In its original trio form, 54.40 played its first gig on New Year's Eve 1981 at the 'Smilin' Buddha Cabaret' in Vancouver. After recording a couple of
independent releases and reconfiguring the band as a foursome, they signed with Warner Brothers in the US and released four albums. Then in 1991, 54.40
found a new home on Columbia Records at Sony Music Canada.

The Emergence of the Bear (The uninvited guest to the
dinner table)

As bear sightings continue to increase over the course of spring, it is once again
time to be “bear smart”.  Throughout the winter months bears have been
surviving on their fat storage supplies they acquired the year before. After their
long sleep(sometimes upwards of 6 months) they are ready to get back to
foraging for food. Bear’s diet consists of 70-80% vegetarian, with carrion (dead
animals), insects, small animals and fish filling the final 20-30%. Bears are an
opportunistic animal that will eat almost anything. That being said, Bears and
humans tend to meet each other where food sources are (a persons backyard
garbage can, a delicious bird feeder, the bbq). Bears are often the uninvited
party guest who eats all the food. And can you blame them? When you smell
good bbq cooking at the neighbors, do you not want the invite? Bears let their
noses guide them to food sources, upwards of 6 km away, and also have a
good memory of where and how to gather food. A bear who has taken down a
hummingbird feeder for example, remembers the sweet, delicious taste of
candied water, and will continually look for these “chocolate bars” hanging
from the tree. So let’s be smart this year when dealing with our furry friends of
the forest and be bear aware (approximately 3 bears are killed in Fairmont each
year due to bears becoming food conditioned and human habituated). Some
good practices to consider are:

Replace your bird feeders with bird baths to attract your feathery friends.  if
you want hummingbirds to come around, plant honeysuckle around your
property.
3.  Scrape and burn off all excess food from BBQ’s before covering.
4.  When fruit ripens, ensure it is taken off the tree immediately.
5.  Be conscious that your actions today could prevent bad bear encounters
for you, your family, or your neighbours.
