The time to buy real estate in the United States is coming soon! Sure
there are good deals now, but just wait till 2010. Unless the U.S. can
keep the stimulus money flowing into next year ... not likely. Why will it
be a good time to buy in 2010?  Three words: negative home equity. The
majority of borrowers of Residential Mortgage Backed Securities (RMBS)
in the U.S. owe more on their mortgages than their homes are currently
worth.
According to Fitch Ratings (fitchratings.com), a global rating agency
committed to providing the world's credit markets with independent
and prospective credit opinions, approximately sixty percent of the
borrowers whose mortgages were securitized in 2006 to 2007, and are
still performing, are in a negative home equity position, or
‘underwater’. Negative equity reduces a borrower’s incentive to pay
their mortgage and limits their options when faced with financial
difficulties.
With the continued rise in unemployment, financial difficulties for
these borrowers will only continue. Fitch projects U.S. unemployment
will continue to rise and peak at 10.3 percent in the middle of 2010. As
the number of distressed borrowers continue to grow, the ultimate
increase in liquidations will likely cause a further price decline. Fitch
projects over the next year a further home price decline of
approximately 10 percent nationally, when weighted by outstanding
mortgages.
The majority of RMBS mortgages in trouble are located in prime
locations for Canadian Snowbirds, such as California and Arizona.
With a rise in the Canadian dollar, 2010 could be the perfect time to buy
your home in the sun!
