Nanofibre Network is now available to almost any home or business in Radium but it is also available to
all homes within the Fairmont community of Spirit’s Reach.  Nanofibre is utilizing the RDEK fibre back-
bone that was completed last year and runs from Spillimacheen to Panorama to nearby Spirit’s Reach.
Included in the other communities working with NanoFibre, the new subdivision in Fairmont has re-
ceived a NanoFibre conduit equipped to provide a connection to everyone in the new neighborhood.

“We plan to work cooperatively with Telus in order to build Invermere quickly and in return we can
offer Telus the opportunity to provide some of their services on a fibre to the home network”, stated
Mark Halwa, representative of the company.

Nanofibre stresses the fact that they are an open access network, offering the services of any company
choosing to join the fibre optic network.  For those with the service, Internet is
currently available immediately with telephone to follow in the next month and
full HD television expected in the fall.
While the Internet, telephone and entertainment opportunities associated with
fibre optic service are widely known, the company’s next priority is to provide
the schools.  This kind of access to superior technology opens up immense op-
portunities for education, children and adult.  It broadens the horizons for local
students from here in the Columbia Valley.  Medical services is another focus of
priority, effectively providing our local doctors with access to specialists any-
where in the world.  In the latter part of June, Fairmont Hot Springs Resort be-
gan it’s own planning with NanoFibre in the service of the Resort.  If you are
interested in more information please call 342-7317.
