Russian immigrant, Lillian Leyb, makes her way from Ellis Island to Manhattan and across the
continent carrying with her but the scars of a brutal night in her Russian home and a tenuous thread
of hope.  Despite not knowing how to sew, Lillian lands a menial job, sewing for a Jewish theatre
company, where she is taken on as mistress by both actor son and his theatre owner father. She
begins to question her willingness to accept the emptiness of her life and these relationships but it’s
not until a less than trustworthy young cousin lands on her doorstep claiming to have heard tell of
the survival of Lillian’s small daughter, that she feels compelled to do something.  With the help of
one of her only friends, a local Jewish tailor and playwright, she is booked passage from New York to
Alaska so as to reach Siberia in the hopes of reuniting with her daughter.  While she never knows for
sure if her cousin has spoken the truth, she leaves with next to nothing and endures days holed up in
utility closets of rail cars, being beaten nearly to death and a time as prositute’s assistant before
finding her way north to Alaska via a winter’s stop in a B.C. prison. Her journey is guided by
glimpses of hope and lit by love in its various forms.  Despite uncertainty, there is finally purpose,
beyond merely surviving another day, that propels her forward with great determination and grit.  In
pursuing her young daughter through the unforgiving wilderness that defines Alaska, Lillian is
simultaneously brought to the brink of death while at once, overcoming her past to find new life.
Recommended.  An easy, thoroughly engrossing read.
