  This intricate narrative revolves around a young woman who has the power to read the future in the
patterns of Ipswich lace. Sophya ("Towner") Whitney returns to Salem from California when her
beloved aunt dies, perhaps by foul play. As a local police officer becomes involved with her while
investigating the case, a variety of characters weave in and out of the increasingly strange mystery.
  The technique of reading lace requires a blurring of the line between reality and imagination. Such
fuzziness becomes a characteristic of the story, and some parts of the book do tend to feel plodding
and pointless. Moments of confusion aside, though, the story's rewards outweigh any effort in
wading through the numerous shifts between the past and present.
  Towner has, for reasons that won't be divulged here, undergone a long hospitalization and electro-
shock therapy. Her memory has been left highly unreliable. She exhibits the symptoms of some class
of disassociative disorder, which is this book's way of saying "I see dead people." To her credit, Barry
makes the story blithe and creepy in equal measure. And she keeps it unpredictable, partly by
switching points of view to different characters. But at the end, in an abrupt change of narrative, the
cast and plot she has so carefully created unravel to reveal secrets that are surprising, yet hinted at
all along the way.
  The book itself is enhanced by the story behind it - with a draft of her novel completed, Brunonia
Barry of Salem wanted to find an audience. But instead of chasing after publishers, she and her
husband took a different approach - they published "The Lace Reader" on their own.
  Then something amazing happened: buzz exploded around the book, both online and in stores, and
mainstream publishers came calling. In October, a literary auction was held, and Barry sold the book
(and a future one) for more than $2 million. Suffice it to say that, for the most part, I found it lives
up to the hype.

Eye Candy...
Feast on the Film Tastiness

Honestly, I’ve never been a fan.  In fact, while critically acclaimed, his roles in films such as Less
Than Zero and Chaplain were not exactly satisfying to the Sweet Tooth.   In fact, Robert Downey Jr.’s
strange run-in’s with the law over the past decade and a half, not to mention his half-baked action
flicks with the equally crazy Mel Gibson just left a bad taste and less than zero interest in any of his
movies.

Oh yes.  There’s the quirky and playful combined with the dark and dangerous that is the appeal of
Downey and it is certainly exploited in this role.  Robert Downey Jr., former 80’s teen angst genre star
makes good and earns yet another kick at the can as Hollywood’s “It Boy”.

The summer entertainment season may have come to an end but our own
George J. Blisner, yes, of the up-and-coming local band Late, brings us more to
keep us grooving through September.

With this, his superlative turn as super hero, Robert Downey Jr.’s Iron Man more
than satisfies  Sweet Tooth!
